Look at the choices below for weekly reading activities.  Chose one of the below activities to work on this week.  Circle which one you chose to do.  You will need to present what you did on Friday.  

1. Research Activity

For this activity, you will choose a topic to research for the week.  You may research something we are studying in science, social studies, or health or you may choose a different topic.  You will need to get books from the library to help you complete your research.  You may also collect information using the Internet at home or by bringing in books from home.  To present you will need to create a poster, book report, or something creative to share with us about what you have learned.

2. Book Club 

Get in a group of between 2 and 5 students; there may not be more than 5 students in your group.  Choose a book you will all read or a topic you will all read about.  Get your books and read this week.  As you read take notes of important events that you would like to discuss with your group.  Starting on the second reading day you will end the day by having a short discussion.  To present you will need to create a quiz for the book, compare and contrast diagram, or think of another creative way to present to the class what you have been reading.

3. Reader’s Theater 

For this center you will need to choose a readers theater on Monday with your group.  Depending on the play you will have between 2 and 6 members in your group.  The teacher will copy and distribute your scripts to you on Tuesday for you will highlight your part.  You should read the story on your own at least 3 times before practicing with your group.  Then, practice it with your group the rest of the week.  You will present on Friday.  Make sure you are using fluency and expression.  If you need any props they must be created before Friday!  For your presentation you will present your readers theater as a group.

4. Independent Work

a. Write a book report – Create a report about your book.  

b. Write a continuation of your book – Write a to be continued story about your story would go on if there was a sequel. 

c. Think of your own idea and get it approved by the teach.
